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1. GLE welcomes ERGEG’s recent study on CMP & AHM in the
European LNG terminals.

2. GLE agrees in particular with the following findings:

e Access to LNG terminals requires specific skills, in relation
with the nature of LNG market, safety in port, batch
supplies ...

e Diversity of CMPs could be explained by the particular
characteristics and technical constraints, both In LNG
facilities and downstream gas markets.

 No sufficient experience yet on CMP and AHM.
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3. Third Energy package applies since 3 March 2011:

e« LSOs are in particular concerned by the provisions
described in the following articles of Regulation 715/2009:
- Art. 15 - TPA services

- Art. 17 - CAM & CMP
- Art. 19 - Transparency
 GLE members comply with the prescriptions of the new
regulation or are in the process of finalizing their

Implementation. GLE will closely follow and assist the
Implementation of the regulation among its members.
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1. On the basis of ERGEG study on CMP & AHM, and subject to
the results of the survey launched at the end of 2010, it
seems that facilitating access to information could be an area
of useful improvement.

2. LSOs are currently publishing the right level of information:

e LSOs already publish a lot of information regarding access
conditions, technical characteristics and procedures,
operational data...

* According to Regulation 715/2009, LSOs are now even
more transparent by making public additional
Information.
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3. In order to make easier for shippers, in particular the new
ones, the access to the great amount of information, GLE Is
prepared to work together with ERGEG and other

stakeholders:

 on the definition of a “transparency facilitating tool” in the
form of a harmonized template

e that would be used by the LSOs as a “gate” on their
websites.
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The global and specific nature of the LNG business should be
considered.

Current CAM & CMP enable good access for new entrants
and there iIs no urgent need for new actions; more
experience Is needed before further actions at EU-level are
adopted.
